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1. "Early to bed and early to rise makes a man healthy, wealthy, and wise"

This wise statement was made by Benjamin Franklin. We all know who Benjamin Franklin
is, right? He was the man who discovered electricity. But did you know that he did so
much more than that? He was an inventor, a writer, a scientist, and a statesman. Not only
is he one of the most important Americans who ever lived, his inventions and ideas
continue to benefit people around the world. Clearly, he lived his life true to his words.

Ben was born in 1706 in Philadelphia, Pennsylvania. His parents were not wealthy; his
father was a soap maker. He was the fifteenth child in a family of seventeen children.
Because his family had so many children, it was difficult to pay for all of them to go to
school. Ben went to school for two years and then worked as an apprentice in his
brother’s print shop, signing a contract at the age of twelve promising to work twelve
hours a day for nine years. During his apprenticeship, he continued his education
independently. He learned three languages and studied grammar, math, and science. Ben
loved to read and devoured book after book, believing “the doors of wisdom are never
shut.” He finished working at the printing shop when he was twenty-one and later used the
knowledge he acquired from this experience to start a newspaper and publish a number
of books.

Ben Franklin was a man of many talents, and science was another area in which he
excelled. His famous kite experiment is one example of his work. To prove that lightning is
a form of electricity, he flew a kite outside during a thunderstorm. The kite attracted
lightning, which would hit the kite, travel down the string, and make sparks fly from a key
he had attached to the end of it. This experiment led to another important invention, the
lightning rod. A simple metal rod is attached to a roof to attract lightning. When lightning
hits the metal, it travels down the rod into the ground protecting buildings from catching
fire.

It is difficult to list the many significant contributions and inventions he created to assist
future generations. He invented bifocal glasses to help people see more clearly, designed
a fuel efficient stove for cooking and heating, and established the first city hospital in
America. In his home city of Philadelphia, he established the first police station, a public
library, a fire department, and a university. He was also the founder of the United States
Postal Service.

As a statesman, he was a powerful communicator and diplomat. He helped to draft both
the Declaration of Independence and the Constitution. After the American Revolution, he
served as a representative of the newly formed United States of America, visiting both the
United Kingdom and France, where he helped secure loans and financial alliances. When
he returned to the USA, he was honored to represent the people of Philadelphia at the
Second Continental Congress. One of his last projects was writing an anti-slavery treatise
in 1789.

When Benjamin Franklin passed away in 1790 at the age of 84, he was honored with a
national memorial service attended by over 20,000 people. Clearly, he spent much of his
life trying to improve living conditions for his fellow man. In recognition of his many
important accomplishments, his image has appeared on stamps, coins, and paper money.
He will certainly be remembered as one of the greatest men - not only in American history
but in the world.

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II. Esala Perahera

Sri Lanka, the teardrop-shaped country just beneath India, certainly has its own unique
culture. Like its hulking northern neighbor, Sri Lanka features a rich tradition of wondrous
festivals. None is more breathtaking or extraordinary than the Esala Perahera. The festival
is held every summer in Kandy, the country's center of traditional culture, located a few
hours northeast of the nation's capital, Colombo. Legend has it that Kandy's largest temple
houses one of Buddha's teeth, which is lauded as the most powerful relic in the country.
Every summer for ten nights, the tooth is paraded around the city in a fantastic procession
highlighted by the marching of elephants wearing colorful costumes bejeweled in shining
lights and intricate patterns.

The parade's history can be traced all the way back to the third century B.C., well over
2000 years ago. Originally, it was performed as a ritual to ask the gods for rain for the
vegetation and wildlife necessary to sustain the Sri Lankan people. The Holy Tooth Relic
was incorporated into the parade by King Kirthi Sri Rajasinghe in the mid 1700's. At that
time, the King owned the tooth privately, and decided to display the coveted remnant to
the people of his kingdom only during the ten days of the Esala Perahera. The tooth, which
is now secured by temple monks, has since become the main focus of the celebration. To
this day, masses of people gather and wait hours upon hours to enjoy the festivities and
pay homage to the holy tooth.

The parade begins with a group of ceremonial whip crackers and fireball acrobats whose
main purpose in ancient times was to clear the path for the four hour long cavalcade. They
are followed by the Buddhist flag bearers and the parade's first of over fifty elephants, atop
which rides the most important parade official, called the Peramunerala. He is followed by
a mind-boggling spectacle of elephants, dazzling acrobats, and regal, metal-clad traditional
dancers, all of them barefoot. This continues until the climactic arrival of the Holy Tooth
Relic, which is displayed inside an impressive gold urn carried by one of the more ornately
dressed elephants. At this moment, the tens of thousands of spectators, densely packed
onto the sidewalks and in the storefronts, stand in solemn respect. After the relic passes,
the carnival atmosphere returns, and the parade continues for another two hours of sheer
splendor.
